mill. Live bacilli.

A Given at birth to 6 weeks, on the
Deltoid, intradermally.

A Adverse Reactions are:
1.Ulceration at the site,
2.Axillary,cervical lyphadenopathy



O.P.V

A Oral Polio Vaccine was developed by
INn 1957 and it was licensed in 1962.

A It is a live attenuated vaccine. Must be stored
at -22*c

A 4 doses are given orally(at birth & along with
DPT.)

A Rare complications are:
1.VAPP(vaccine Assoc. Paralytic Polio)

2.cVDPVs(circulating Vaccine Derived Polio
Viruses)
